The Westminster Confession of Faith

Chapter |
Of the Holy Scripture

l. Although the light of nature, and the works of creation and
providence do so far manifest the goodness, wisdom, and power of God,
as to leave men unexcusable;! yet are they not sufficient to give that
knowledge of God, and of His will, which is necessary unto salvation.?
Therefore it pleased the Lord, at sundry times, and in divers manners, to
reveal Himself, and to declare that His will unto His Church;3 and
afterwards for the better preserving and propagating of the truth, and for
the more sure establishment and comfort of the Church against the

the law, these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: 15 Which shew the work of the law
written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while
accusing or else excusing one another; 1:19 Because that which may be known of God is manifest
in them; for God hath shewed it unto them.

Il. Under the name of Holy Scripture, or the Word of God written, are
now contained all the books of the Old and New Testament, which are
these:

I1l.  The books commonly called Apocrypha, not being of divine
inspiration, are no part of the canon of the Scripture, and therefore are of
no authority in the Church of God, nor to be any otherwise approved, or
made use of, than other human writings.8

IV. The authority of the Holy Scripture, for which it ought to be
believed, and obeyed, depends not upon the testimony of any man, or
Church; but wholly upon God (who is truth itself) the author thereof: and
therefore it is to be received, because it is the Word of God.®

V.  We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the Church to an
high and reverent esteem of the Holy Scripture.1© And the heavenliness of
the matter, the efficacy of the doctrine, the majesty of the style, the consent
of all the parts, the scope of the whole (which is, to give all glory to God),
the full discovery it makes of the only way of man's salvation, the many
other incomparable excellencies, and the entire perfection thereof, are
arguments whereby it does abundantly evidence itself to be the Word of
God: yet notwithstanding, our full persuasion and assurance of the

VI. The whole counsel of God concerning all things necessary for His
own glory, man's salvation, faith and life, is either expressly set down in
Scripture, or by good and necessary consequence may be deduced from
Scripture: unto which nothing at any time is to be added, whether by new
revelations of the Spirit, or traditions of men.12 Nevertheless, we
acknowledge the inward illumination of the Spirit of God to be necessary
for the saving understanding of such things as are revealed in the Word:13
and that there are some circumstances concerning the worship of God, and

government of the Church, common to human actions and societies, which
are to be ordered by the light of nature, and Christian prudence, according
to the general rules of the Word, which are always to be observed.14

VII. All things in Scripture are not alike plain in themselves, nor alike
clear unto all:1> yet those things which are necessary to be known,
believed, and observed for salvation are so clearly propounded, and
opened in some place of Scripture or other, that not only the learned, but
the unlearned, in a due use of the ordinary means, may attain unto a
sufficient understanding of them.16

VIIl. The Old Testament in Hebrew (which was the native language of the
people of God of old), and the New Testament in Greek (which, at the time
of the writing of it, was most generally known to the nations), being
immediately inspired by God, and, by His singular care and providence,
kept pure in all ages, are therefore authentical;1” so as, in all controversies
of religion, the Church is finally to appeal unto them.18 But, because these
original tongues are not known to all the people of God, who have right
unto, and interest in the Scriptures, and are commanded, in the fear of

IX. The infallible rule of interpretation of Scripture is the Scripture itself:
and therefore, when there is a question about the true and full sense of any
Scripture (which is not manifold, but one), it must be searched and known
by other places that speak more clearly.23

X.  The supreme judge by which all controversies of religion are to be
determined, and all decrees of councils, opinions of ancient writers,
doctrines of men, and private spirits, are to be examined, and in whose

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Chapter VI
Of the Fall of Man, of Sin, and the Punishment thereof

l. Our first parents, being seduced by the subtilty and temptations of
Satan, sinned, in eating the forbidden fruit.123 This their sin, God was
pleased, according to His wise and holy counsel, to permit, having
purposed to order it to His own glory.124

[1. By this sin they fell from their original righteousness and
communion, with God,*2° and so became dead in sin,126 and wholly
defiled in all the parts and faculties of soul and body.127

Chapter VII
Of God's Covenant with Man

l. The distance between God and the creature is go great, that although
reasonable creatures do owe obedience unto Him as their Creator, yet they
could never have any fruition of Him as their blessedness and reward, but
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by some voluntary condescension on God's part, which He has been
pleased to express by way of covenant.143

. The first covenant made with man was a covenant of works,144
wherein life was promised to Adam; and in him to his posterity,14°> upon
condition of perfect and personal obedience.146

14315 40:13 Who hath directed the Spirit of the Lord, or being his counseller hath taught him?
14 With whom took he counsel, and who instructed him, and taught him in the path of
judgment, and taught him knowledge, and shewed to him the way of understanding? 15 Behold,
the nations are as a drop of a bucket, and are counted as the small dust of the balance: behold, he
taketh up the isles as a very little thing. 16 And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, nor the beasts
thereof sufficient for a burnt offering. 17 All nations before him are as nothing; and they are
counted to him less than nothing, and vanity.

17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much
more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by
one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to
condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto
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[1l.  Man, by his fall, having made himself incapable of life by that
covenant, the Lord was pleased to make a second,*” commonly called the
covenant of grace; wherein He freely offers unto sinners life and salvation
by Jesus Christ; requiring of them faith in Him, that they may be saved,48
and promising to give unto all those that are ordained unto eternal life His
Holy Spirit, to make them willing, and able to believe.14°

IV. This covenant of grace is frequently set forth in scripture by the
name of a testament, in reference to the death of Jesus Christ the Testator,

V.  This covenant was differently administered in the time of the law,
and in the time of the Gospel:1>1 under the law it was administered by
promises, prophecies, sacrifices, circumcision, the paschal lamb, and other
types and ordinances delivered to the people of the Jews, all foresignifying
Christ to come;152 which were, for that time, sufficient and efficacious,
through the operation of the Spirit, to instruct and build up the elect in

Others, not elected, although they may be called by the ministry of
the Word,229 and may have some common operations of the Spirit,230 yet
they never truly come unto Christ, and therefore cannot be saved:231 much
less can men, not professing the Christian religion, be saved in any other
way whatsoever, be they never so diligent to frame their lives according to
the light of nature, and the laws of that religion they do profess.232 And to
assert and maintain that they may, is very pernicious, and to be
detested.?33

l. Those whom God effectually calls, He also freely justifies;234 not by
infusing righteousness into them, but by pardoning their sins, and by
accounting and accepting their persons as righteous; not for any thing
wrought in them, or done by them, but for Christ's sake alone; nor by
imputing faith itself, the act of believing, or any other evangelical
obedience to them, as their righteousness; but by imputing the obedience
and satisfaction of Christ unto them,23> they receiving and resting on Him

25 Whom God hath set forth to be a
propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that
are past, through the forbearance of God. 27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law?

I. Faith, thus receiving and resting on Christ and His righteousness, is
the alone instrument of justification:237 yet is it not alone in the person
justified, but is ever accompanied with all other saving graces, and is no
dead faith, but works by love.238

I1l.  Christ, by His obedience and death, did fully discharge the debt of
all those that are thus justified, and did make a proper, real and full
satisfaction to His Father's justice in their behalf.23° Yet, in as much as He

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Chapter XV

Of Repentance unto Life

l. Repentance unto life is an evangelical grace,291 the doctrine whereof
is to be preached by every minister of the Gospel, as well as that of faith in
Christ.292

I. By it, a sinner, out of the sight and sense not only of the danger, but
also of the filthiness and odiousness of his sins, as contrary to the holy
nature, and righteous law of God; and upon the apprehension of His
mercy in Christ to such as are penitent, so grieves for, and hates his sins, as
to turn from them all unto God,2°2 purposing and endeavouring to walk
with Him in all the ways of His commandments.294

former sins,320but when we have done all we can, we have done but our
duty, and are unprofitable servants:321 and because, as they are good, they

l. Although hypocrites and other unregenerate men may vainly
deceive themselves with false hopes and carnal presumptions of being in
the favor of God, and estate of salvation348 (which hope of theirs shall
perish):349 yet such as truly believe in the Lord Jesus, and love Him in
sincerity, endeavouring to walk in all good conscience before Him, may, in

therefore it is the duty of every one to give all diligence to make his calling
and election sure,3>9 that thereby his heart may be enlarged in peace and
joy in the Holy Ghost, in love and thankfulness to God, and in strength
and cheerfulness in the duties of obedience,3%0the proper fruits of this
assurance; so far is it from inclining men to looseness.361

Chapter XIX
Of the Law of God

l. God gave to Adam a law, as a covenant of works, by which He
bound him and all his posterity, to personal, entire, exact, and perpetual
obedience, promised life upon the fulfilling, and threatened death upon
the breach of it, and endued him with power and ability to keep it.36°

. This law, after his fall, continued to be a perfect rule of
righteousness; and, as such, was delivered by God upon Mount Sinali, in
ten commandments, and written in two tables:3%6 the first four

Chapter XX
Of Christian Liberty, and Liberty of Conscience

l. The liberty which Christ has purchased for believers under the
Gospel consists in their freedom from the guilt of sin, and condemning
wrath of God, the curse of the moral law;387 and, in their being delivered
from this present evil world, bondage to Satan, and dominion of sin;388
from the evil of afflictions, the sting of death, the victory of the grave, and
everlasting damnation;389 as also, in their free access to God,3% and their

Chapter XXI
Of Religious Worship, and the Sabbath Day

l. The light of nature shows that there is a God, who has lordship and
sovereignty over all, is good, and does good unto all, and is therefore to be
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feared, loved, praised, called upon, trusted in, and served, with all the
heart, and with all the soul, and with all the might.#%4 But the acceptable
way of worshipping the true God is instituted by Himself, and so limited
by His own revealed will, that He may not be worshipped according to the
Imaginations and devices of men, or the suggestions of Satan, under any
visible representation, or any other way not prescribed in the holy
Scripture.#0>

Il. Religious worship is to be given to God, the Father, Son, and Holy
Ghost; and to Him alone;*%6 not to angels, saints, or any other creature: 407

404 ROM 1:20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen,
being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they
are without excuse. ACT 17:24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is
Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands. PSA 119:68 Thou art good,
and doest good; teach me thy statutes.

VII. As itis the law of nature, that, in general, a due proportion of time be
set apart for the worship of God; so, in His Word, by a positive, moral, and
perpetual commandment binding all men in all ages, He has particularly
appointed one day in seven, for a Sabbath, to be kept holy unto him:437
which, from the beginning of the world to the resurrection of Christ, was
the last day of the week: and, from the resurrection of Christ, was changed
into the first day of the week,438 which, in Scripture, is called the Lord's
Day,*39 and is to be continued to the end of the world, as the Christian
Sabbath.440

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Chapter XXII
Of Lawful Oaths and VVows

l. A lawful oath is part of religious worship,443 wherein, upon just
occasion, the person swearing solemnly calls God to witness what he
asserts, or promises, and to judge him according to the truth or falsehood
of what he swears.444

II.  The name of God only is that by which men ought to swear, and
therein it is to be used with all holy fear and reverence.**>Therefore, to
swear vainly, or rashly, by that glorious and dreadful Name; or, to swear
at all by any other thing, is sinful, and to be abhorred.44% Yet, as in matters
of weight and moment, an oath is warranted by the Word of God, under
the New Testament as well as under the old;*47 so a lawful oath, being
imposed by lawful authority, in such matters, ought to be taken.448

l. God, the supreme Lord and King of all the world, has ordained civil
magistrates, to be, under Him, over the people, for His own glory, and the
public good: and, to this end, has armed them with the power of the
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sword, for the defence and encouragement of them that are good, and for
the punishment of evil doers.#60

I. It is lawful for Christians to accept and execute the office of a
magistrate, when called thereunto:#61 in the managing whereof, as they
ought especially to maintain piety, justice, and peace, according to the
wholesome laws of each commonwealth;462 so, for that end, they may
lawfully, now under the New Testament, wage war, upon just and
necessary occasion.463

10 But these speak evil of those things which they know not: but what they
know naturally, as brute beasts, in those things they corrupt themselves. 11 Woe unto them! for
they have gone in the way of Cain, and ran greedily after the error of Balaam for reward, and
perished in the gainsaying of Core.

Chapter XXIV

Of Marriage and Divorce

l. Marriage is to be between one man and one woman: neither is it
lawful for any man to have more than one wife, nor for any woman to
have more than one husband, at the same time.474

Il.  Marriage was ordained for the mutual help of husband and wife, 47>
for the increase of mankind with a legitimate issue, and of the Church with
an holy seed;*76 and for preventing of uncleanness.*””

I11.  Itis lawful for all sorts of people to marry, who are able with
judgment to give their consent.478 Yet it is the duty of Christians to marry

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only in the Lord.4’® And therefore such as profess the true reformed
religion should not marry with infidels, papists, or other idolaters: neither
should such as are godly be unequally yoked, by marrying with such as
are notoriously wicked in their life, or maintain damnable heresies.*80

IV. Marriage ought not to be within the degrees of consanguinity or
affinity forbidden by the Word.#81 Nor can such incestuous marriages ever
be made lawful by any law of man or consent of parties, so as those

marry. 37 Nevertheless he that standeth stedfast in his heart, having no necessity, but hath power
over his own will, and hath so decreed in his heart that he will keep his virgin, doeth well. 38 So
then he that giveth her in marriage doeth well; but he that giveth her not in marriage doeth
better. GEN 24:57 And they said, We will call the damsel, and inquire at her mouth.

479 1CO 7:39 The wife is bound by the law as long as her husband liveth; but if her husband be
dead, she is at liberty to be married to whom she will; only in the Lord.

480 GEN 34:14 And they said unto them, We cannot do this thing, to give our sister to one that is
uncircumcised; for that were a reproach unto us.

1Kl 11:4 For it came to pass, when
Solomon was old, that his wives turned away his heart after other gods: and his heart was not
perfect with the Lord his God, as was the heart of David his father. NEH 13:25 And | contended
with them, and cursed them, and smote certain of them, and plucked off their hair, and made
them swear by God, saying, Ye shall not give your daughters unto their sons, nor take their
daughters unto your sons, or for yourselves. 26 Did not Solomon king of Israel sin by these
things? yet among many nations was there no king like him, who was beloved of his God, and
God made him king over all Israel: nevertheless even him did outlandish women cause to sin. 27
Shall we then hearken unto you to do all this great evil, to transgress against our God in
marrying strange wives? MAL 2:11 Judah hath dealt treacherously, and an abomination is
committed in Israel and in Jerusalem; for Judah hath profaned the holiness of the Lord which he
loved, and hath married the daughter of a strange god. 12 The Lord will cut off the man that
doeth this, the master and the scholar, out of the tabernacles of Jacob, and him that offereth an
offering unto the Lord of hosts. 2CO 6:14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers:
for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light
with darkness?

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persons may live together as man and wife.#82The man may not marry any
of his wife's kindred, nearer in blood then he may of his own: nor the

V.  Adultery or fornication committed after a contract, being detected
before marriage, gives just occasion to the innocent party to dissolve that
contract.4®4 In the case of adultery after marriage, it is lawful for the
innocent party to sue out a divorce and, after the divorce,*8> to marry
another, as if the offending party were dead.#86

yet, nothing but adultery, or such wilful desertion as can no way be
remedied by the Church, or civil magistrate, is cause sufficient of
dissolving the bond of marriage:#8” wherein, a public and orderly course
of proceeding is to be observed; and the persons concerned in it not left to
their own wills, and discretion, in their own case.*88

V.  The outward elements in this sacrament, duly set apart to the uses
ordained by Christ, have such relation to Him crucified, as that, truly, yet
sacramentally only, they are sometimes called by the name of the things
they represent, to wit, the body and blood of Christ;>48 albeit, in substance
and nature, they still remain truly and only bread and wine, as they were
before.>49

VI.  That doctrine which maintains a change of the substance of bread
and wine, into the substance of Christ's body and blood (commonly called
transubstantiation) by consecration of a priest, or by any other way, is
repugnant, not to Scripture alone, but even to common sense, and reason;
overthrows the nature of the sacrament, and has been, and is, the cause of
manifold superstitions; yes, of gross idolatries.>5°

Worthy receivers, outwardly partaking of the visible elements, in
this sacrament,>> do then also, inwardly by faith, really and indeed, yet
not carnally and corporally but spiritually, receive and feed upon, Christ
crucified, and all benefits of His death: the body and blood of Christ being
then, not corporally or carnally, in, with, or under the bread and wine; yet,
as really, but spiritually, present to the faith of believers in that ordinance,
as the elements themselves are to their outward senses.>52

VIIIl. Although ignorant and wicked men receive the outward elements in
this sacrament; yet, they receive not the thing signified thereby; but, by
their unworthy coming thereunto, are guilty of the body and blood of the
Lord, to their own damnation. Wherefore, all ignorant and ungodly
persons, as they are unfit to enjoy communion with Him, so are they
unworthy of the Lord's table; and cannot, without great sin against Christ,
while they remain such, partake of these holy mysteries,>>3 or be admitted
thereunto.5>4

by virtue whereof, they have power, respectively, to retain, and remit sins;
to shut that kingdom against the impenitent, both by the Word, and
censures; and to open it unto penitent sinners, by the ministry of the
Gospel; and by absolution from censures, as occasion shall require.>>6

his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counseller, The mighty God, The
everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.

decrees and determinations, if consonant to the Word of God, are to be
received with reverence and submission; not only for their agreement with
the Word, but also for the power whereby they are made, as being an
ordinance of God appointed thereunto in His Word.>62

45 Then shall he answer
them, saying, Verily | say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it
not to me. 46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life
eternal.
